Objective: Introduction to script files.
                 In the real world 1401 programs would also need data card decks following the

                   program deck.  Doing this from the emulator console becomes difficult.  To  

                  assist, the emulator can read a script file which contains statements that mimic  

                  actions that an operator would perform to run the application.

Installation: Copy the lesson3.zip files to lesson3 folder.  Extract all files into the folder.
Operation: 
1. Display and print the file asmhello.ocl,
                              This will give you a general feeling for what a script file can do.

                              With the printout available go to step 2. 

               
2. Double click on the B1401.exe icon. 
                               Follow the windows as they appear on the screen and in the printout.



3. Display the B1401.ini file.  Notice that the StartupScrip entry points to
                            the asmhello.ocl file.  This is one way to point the emulator program to

                            a script file.  Another way is illustrated in step 4.
                        4.  Bring up the B1401.ini file in an editor. Remove the data after the = 
                                character in the StartupScript line.  Save the file.
 

5. Now double click on the B1401 icon.  The Emulator come up without a 

script file.  Click on the file entry in the toolbar.  Select the    asmhello.ocl file and watch what happens.

                        6. As an introduction to SPS (Symbolic Programming System) you can     

                               display the pgm1.sps file as look at the source file for the program.



7. Display the pgm1.crd file.  This is the object deck from the SPS

                                assembly.  How does it differ from the the one card program in
                                Lesson 1?  What do the extra cards do?



8. Click on the B1401.exe icon.  Run the pgm1.cdr as in Lesson 1.
                        9. Run again with the Instruction box checked in Trace window.

                              After program finishes, save the trace window and then display

                              The .log file.  Where did all those instructions come from?
